Here’s How to Find Him

1) God can be found on

Then God said to Noah and to his sons with him: "I now establish my
covenant with you and with your descendants after you and with
every living creature that was with you —the birds, the livestock and
all the wild animals, all those that came out of the ark with you —
every living creature on earth. I establish my covenant with you:
Never again will all life be cut off by the waters of a flood; never again
will there be a flood to destroy the earth.” And God said, "This is the
sign of the covenant I am making between me and you and every liv-
ing creature with you, a covenant for all generations to come: I have
set my rainbow in the clouds, and it will be the sign of the covenant
between me and the earth. Genesis 9:9-13

2) God is most commonly found on days

Now Naaman was commander of the army of the king of Aram. He
was a great man in the sight of his master and highly regarded, be-
cause through him the LORD had given victory to Aram. He was a
valiant soldier, but he had leprosy. Now bands from Aram had gone
out and had taken captive a young girl from Israel, and she served
Naaman's wife. She said to her mistress, "If only my master would
see the prophet who is in Samaria! He would cure him of his leprosy.”
2 Kings 5:1-3

So Naaman went with his horses and chariots and stopped at the door
of Elisha’s house. Elisha sent a messenger to say to him, "Go, wash
yourself seven times in the Jordan, and your flesh will be restored and
you will be cleansed.” But Naaman went away angry and said, "1
thought that he would surely come out to me and stand and call on
the name of the LORD his God, wave his hand over the spot and cure
me of my leprosy. Are not Abana and Pharpar, the rivers of Damas-
cus, better than any of the waters of Israel? Couldn’t I wash in them
and be cleansed?” So he turned and went off in a rage. 2 Kings 5:9-12

Naaman's servants went to him and said, "My father, if the prophet
had told you to do some great thing, would you not have done it?
How much more, then, when he tells you, "'Wash and be cleansed’!”
So he went down and dipped himself in the Jordan seven times, as the
man of God had told him, and his flesh was restored and became clean
like that of a young boy. Then Naaman and all his attendants went
back to the man of God. He stood before him and said, “"Now I know
that there is no God in all the world except in Israel. Please accept
now a gift from your servant.” 2 Kings 5:13-15

3) God can be found when we are

Then the man and his wife heard the sound of the LORD God as he
was walking in the garden in the cool of the day, and they hid from the
LORD God among the trees of the garden. But the LORD God called
to the man, "Where are you?" He answered, "I heard you in the gar-
den, and I was afraid because 1 was naked; so I hid.”
